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Terms and Conditions
Booking

A course place is confirmed only on receipt of a completed Booking Form and payment of the Non-returnable deposit.  Course places are allocated on a first-come, first served basis.  Individual booking forms can be submitted via email (recommended) to bbmountaineeringclub@gmail.com  or can be posted to the Club’s Training Officer: Andy Holland, 90 Rainbow Drive, Halewood, Liverpool, Merseyside, L26 7AG.

Cheques should be made payable to ‘The Boys; Brigade Mountaineering Club’ and please enclose a covering note with all payments sent separately to your booking form.

Cancellation

The BBMC reserves the right to cancel any course due to circumstances outside of its control, including, but not limited to: hazardous weather, accident, transport theft or malfunction, incapacitating illness, civil unrest etc.  Where a course is cancelled by the BB Mountaineering Club, we will refund all monies paid to us.  In all cases liability will only extend to the refund of monies received in respect to course fees.

Where a candidate cancels a course place, all deposit payments are non-refundable however, if a course is cancelled with at least one months (28 days) notice prior to the course taking place we will refund any additional fees paid. Any places cancelled by the candidates with less than 28 days notice then we reserve the right to charge the full course price, if we are unable to resell the place.
Please note some courses may require a minimum number of candidates to go ahead.  Until such time as the minimum course members have been met, BBMC will refund all monies paid in the event a course cannot run.

In the event that a course place is not available at the time of booking, the BB Mountaineering Club will refund all monies immediately.

Liability
