Guidance For Leaders Bringing Young People to BB Mountaineering Club Meets, Training Courses & Activities.

When bringing Young People from your Company/Battalion on BBMC organised events to ensure that BB Insurance is in place it is important to make sure that where applicable you adhere to the established Brigade regulations.

This document has been produced as a ‘generic guidance’ note only – if in any doubt about what is needed for any specific event you plan to attend please contact us for clarification or further advice – remember – never assume, if we don’t say it is included then chances are it isn’t.
What is the club responsible for?

The BBMC organises meets, courses and activities for members of the Brigade, our activities are led, supervised by Registered BB Leaders who hold either Brigade and/or Professionally Accredited Outdoor Leadership Qualifications. Unless stated we don’t organise accommodation or meals. 
Insurance

All activities which are carried out within BB will be covered by BB Insurance provided that they follow the relevant regulations and the activities are being led/supervised/instructed by qualified individuals.

Risk Assessments

Any Leader who brings Young People should carry out their own risk assessment, however the BBMC has generic risk assessments for all the activities which we organise, copies of these are obtainable from our website, the Club Secretary or Felden Lodge.  In some instances we may also do a ‘Specific’ risk assessment for an activity.

One Day Meets/Events

Where a meet/event is taking place as a ‘One Day’ this will usually take the form of a day walk, in some cases multiple activities can be offered such as walking or climbing. The Organiser will communicate details of where to meet and those attending are responsible for their own travel arrangements and if applicable car park fees.  

Leaders who bring Young People should ask their Young People to complete the BB ‘Special Activity Consent Form’ signed by Parent/Guardian and this should be retained by their accompanying Leader. 
Weekend or Longer Meets

The club also runs meets/events which can be over a weekend or longer, usually those going will camp and are expected to be self-sufficient in terms of tents, equipment etc.  The activities on these meets can vary depending on location, weather, numbers and which Leaders are present as to what we are able to offer.

The Leader bringing Young People should follow the ‘Holiday Leadership’ regulation and hold a valid BB Holiday Leadership Certificate and either Campcraft or Expedition & Outdoor Leadership Certificate, you should also ensure that the parent/guardian consent forms are completed detailing what we will be doing along with any emergency information/contact details. You should also notify BBHQ as you would for any other holiday.

BBHQ does have a list of all our meets/activities which the club is running.

Completing Forms
